
 SAFETY PRECAUTIONS:

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
Emergency Light

•	 THE BATTERY IN THIS UNIT MAY NOT BE FULL CHARGED AFTER ELECTRICITY IS CONNECTED TO THE UNIT, 
LET THE BATTERY CHARGE FOR AT LEAST 24 HOURS, NORMAL OPERATION OF THIS UNIT SHOULD THEN TAKE 
EFFECT, TO CHECK, PRESS THE PUSH-TO-TEST SWITCH, THE LIGHT INSIDE THE UNIT SHOULD THEN TURN ON.

WHEN USING ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT, BASIC SAFETY PRECAUTIONS SHOULD ALWAYS BE FOLLOWED INCLUDING 
THE FOLLOWING:

•	 SERVICING OF THIS EQUIPMENT SHOULD BE PERFORMED BY QUALIFIED PERSONNEL.
•	 DISCONNECT AC POWER BEFORE SERVICING.
•	 CONSULT LOCAL BUILDING CODE.ED.
•	 USE CAUTION WHEN SERVICING BATTERIES.
•	 ANY SERVICE ON THIS EQUIPMENT SHOULD BE PERFORMED BY QUALIFIED PERSONNEL ONLY.

 WIRING DIAGRAM:
•	 CAUTION: ALWAYS TURN OFF AC POWER TO THE EQUIPMENT BEFORE SERVICING, SERVICING SHOULD BE PERFORMED 

ONLY BY A QUALIFIED SERVICE TECHNCIAN, USE ONLY MANUFACTURER SUPPLIED REPLACEMENT PARTS, UNUSED 
WIRES MUST BE CAPPED USING ENCLOSED WIRE NUTS.
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ALWAYS TURN OFF THE POWER SUPPLY FROM MAIN CIRCUIT BREAKER FIRST!

1.	USE TOOLS TO OPEN THE BOTTOM COVER (SEE FIGURE 1).
2.	 INSTALL THE BOTTOM COVER ON THE WALL WITH SCREWS.
3.	 LOAD LAMP BODY INTO THE BOTTOM COVER (AS SHOWN IN FIGURE 2) AND ADJUST THE LAMP HEAD 

TO THE APPROPRIATE ANGLE. THE UNUSED POWER CORD  SHOULD BE INSULATED.
4.	 TURN ON THE AC SWITCH. THE INDICATOR IS RED. PRESS THE TEST SWITCH. WHEN THE INDICATOR 

LIGHT TURNS OFF, THE LAMP IS ON. WHEN THE SWITCH IS RELEASED, THE LIGHT TURNS OFF AND 
THE INDICATOR LIGHT WILL RETURN TO RED.
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 OPERATION (BATTERY BACKUP):
1.	 APPLY AC POWER TO THE UNIT, THE LED INDICATOR WILL TURN RED.
2.	 AFTER THE BATTERY HAS BEEN LEFT TO CHARGE FOR 24 HOURS, TEST THE UNIT BY PUSHING THE 

SWITCH, THE LED INDICATOR SHOULD TURN OFF AND THE LED BOARD SHOULD STAY ON.
3.	 WHEN THE SWITCH IS RELEASED,THE LED WILL TURN OFF AND THE LED INDICATOR WILL RETURN TO 

RED.
 BATTERY:
•	 THE BATTERY SUPPLIED WITH THE BATTERY BACKUP MODEL REQUIRES NO MAINTENANCE, 

HOWEVER, IT SHOULD BE TESTED PERIODICALLY (SEE TESTING) AND REPLACED WHEN IT NO LONGER 
OPERATES THE CONNECTED FIXTURES FOR THE DURATION OF A 30-SECOND OR 90-MINUTE TEST.

•	 EXPECTANCY OF 3 YEARS WHEN USED IN A NORMAL AMBIENT TEMPERATURE OF 72°F.

 TESTING:
NATIONAL ELECTRIC CODE (NEC) AND NFPA LIFE SAFETY CODE REGULATIONS REQUIRE THAT ROUTINE 
TESTS NEED TO BE PERFORMED AS LISTED BELOW: 
•	 ONCE EVERY MONTH THE UNIT NEEDS TO BE TESTED FOR DURATION OF 30 SECONDS, PRESS AND 

HOD THE TEST SWITCH TO PERFORM THIS TEST.
•	 ONCE EVERY 12 MONTHS A FULL 90 MINUTE (PER UL REQUIREMENTS) TEST NEEDS TO BE 

PERFORMED ON THE UNIT. DISCONNECT POWER TO THE UNIT AND LEAVE IT IN THE EMERGENCY 
MODE, THE LEDS SHOULD STAY ON FOR AT LEAST 90 MINUTES.
