Installation & Operation

Disconnect the power by turning off the circuit breaker or by removing the appropriate fuse at the 
fuse box. Turning the power off using the light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

1. Make sure to turn power off by disconnecting the supply voltage.

2. Fix the mounting brackets with screws in proper position on the internal surface of freezer or cooler.

3. Put the tube into the mounting brackets as seen in Fig 1.

4. Turn Connect the 72” Cord & Plug (RL-72CRDPGBL) with the cooler light and turn power on and 
check the light distribution angle as seen in Fig 2 and Fig 3.
