Remove ballast cover, ballast, sockets/bracket and wiring.

Shut off power to existing fixture. Disconnect the black and the white power supply wire to existing ballast.

For 4ft installations break off the two end pieces of the provided bracket and install onto fixture (Fig. 2)

Note: For 8ft installations, use the center piece of the provided bracket to connect two 4ft pieces together.

Make electrical connections.
Install LED retrofit with quarter turn provided.
