REMOTE HEAD LED LIGHT OVERVIEW

The ES2-Series Remote Head LED Emergency Lights are available in single or dual-head
options, and are constructed of high impact thermoplastic with a clear polycarbonate lens
and an aluminum reflector. An adjustable swivel locks each head into position. The heads

are designed with a standard canopy for mounting directly onto typical electrical junction
boxes.

TO INSTALL THE REMOTE LED HEAD

1. Make the appropriate wire connections. Observe the polarity (if required); connect the
lamp to the DC supply wires; positive and negative are identified with labels on each
wire (when indicated).

2. Install the canopy to the junction box with mounting screws (not included).

Install the LED heads gently to avoid breaking the pins.

4. Apply power.
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TO ADJUST THE REMOTE LED HEAD

1. To rotate the heads, unscrew the set nut Rotation
slightly (on the base of the canopy), just O
enough to let you rotate the heads to the
desired position. Then, tighten the set nut to =
fix the position.

2. To tilt the heads, hold and tilt up or down to (=) Tilt
the desired position. a8
