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TO INSTALL THE FIXTURE

1. Drill the pilot holes and mount the two 
ceiling brackets directly to the ceiling using 
suitable anchors and screws. 

2. Secure the back of the fixture housing to the 
mounting brackets.

3. Ensure that the LED tray is secure by 
installing the safety tethers. This allows the 
LED tray to hang down from the tray bracket 
for connections and servicing.

4. Make the appropriate wiring connections by 
referring to the wiring diagram provided. 
Ensure that the unused knockout on the 
other side of the fixture is sealed with the 
supplied plug.

5. Close the LED tray and secure it back onto 
the housing by snapping it in place.

6. Reattach the lens cover and secure it using 
the steel latches.

7. Installation is now complete.
