STEP 2 - Installing the Crossbar Assembly

A. Pass the supply wires through the Crossbar Assembly (A). Attach
the Crossbar Assembly (A) to the Outlet Box with the head of the
Green Ground Screw facing you. Secure the Crossbar Assembly (A)
with Outlet Box Screws (notincluded). Tighten until snug.

Note: Use the Alternate Shorter Mounting Screw (B) if your
installation requires a shorter mounting screw.

HOW TO REPLACE

GLASS PANELS

A. Unscrew lock screws on the
fixture hood by using
screwdrivers and remove the
cage with glass panels from
the fixture body.

B. Unscrew Allen screws from
the top edge of the cage and
remove the tabs. Replace the
broken glass panel with the
replacement and attach the
tabs back onto the top edge of
the cage and glass panel.
Secure by threading Allen
screws back onto the cage.
Tighten until snug with
screwdrivers.

C. Place the cage with glass
panels back onto the fixture
hood and secure with lock
screws. Tighten until snug.
